The object of the research - assessment and evaluation activities in Russian
as a Foreign Language (RFL) classes.

The subject of the research - the use of competence-oriented tasks to assess
knowledge in Russian as a foreign language classes.

The purpose of the research - to examine and methodologically substantiate
the features of using competence-based tasks as a means of assessing knowledge in
Russian as a foreign language classes.

Methods of research - theoretical (analysis and generalisation of scientific
literature, comparison, classification) and empirical (expert assessment).

The results of the work and their novelty: The scientific novelty of the research
lies in clarifying the essential characteristics of competency-based tasks, their place
and functions in organizing the assessment and evaluation of RFL learning
outcomes; and in providing a scientific rationale for methodological
recommendations on developing and applying competency-based tasks as a means
of assessing learning outcomes in RFL classes.
