Structure and scope of the master’s thesis. The Master's thesis consists of
annotations, an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, and a list of references
containing 62 titles. The total volume of the dissertation is 69 pages.

The object of the research — the artistic works of A.P. Chekhov and Lu Xun.

The subject of the research — the national specificity of the creation of the
«little many type in the works of Lu Xun and A.P. Chekhov.

The purpose of the research — to identify the features of the creation of the
«little many type in the works of Lu Xun and A.P. Chekhov.

The methods of research: hermeneutical method, intertextual analysis,
comparative method, philosophical and poetic analysis, structural analysis,
cognitive-discursive analysis, literary analysis of genre and stylistic features.

The results of the work and their novelty: They are due to the fact that for
the first time a broad historical and cultural context has been identified, which
accompanies the study: the dynamics of the development of the "little man" type in
Russian and Chinese literature of the late XIX — early XX centuries is analyzed.

Authenticity of the materials and results of the master ’s thesis.

The results of the research can be used:

— for further scientific developments in solving theoretical problems of
literary studies in the field of the theory of interrelations between literatures and
cultures, as well as the study of creativity of Russian and Chinese writers;
