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The object of the study is prepositions in English, functioning in public
style texts. These results represent an element of the temporal grammatical system
of the language, providing a compact and precise expression of causal
relationships.

The subject of the study is the semantic and syntactic features of the use of
prepositions of reason in newspaper and journalistic texts, their compatibility with
names and noun groups, as well as the types of causal situations that they reflect.

The aim of the study: to identify the semantics and compatibility of
Russian prepositions of reason with names and noun groups in journalistic texts
based on the newspaper subcorpus of the National Corpus of the Russian Language

Research methods: method of linguistic description using classification and
systematization techniques, method of analysis of dictionary definitions, method of
contextual analysis, method of quantitative calculations.

The obtained results of the work and their novelty: the novelty of the
study lies in the comprehensive analysis of the semantics and compatibility of
prepositions of reason in journalistic style texts, as well as in identifying their
specific functions in this communicative context.

Practical significance of the study and scope of application. The results
of the study can be applied in teaching Russian as a foreign language, as well as in
courses on functional grammar, syntax and stylistics.

This work is an independent study, the reliability of the results of which is
confirmed by scientifically based research methods.
