The
scientific novelty of the research lies in a comprehensive approach to analyzing the
normative content of freedom of movement, which allowed identifying not only its
formal legal aspects but also problems of practical implementation in the context
of modern global challenges (migration crises, pandemics, security threats). The
relationship between freedom of movement and other fundamental human rights
has been clarified, and the difficulties in ensuring their balance in crisis situations
have been identified.
