RECOGNITION

Object of the research is relations arising between states and other actors of
international law in the process of recognizing newly established state entities.

Subject of the research is the legal nature of the institution of state
recognition, its historical formation and contemporary trends, as well as the impact
of recognition (or non-recognition) on the international legal status of states and
their participation in the activities of international organizations.

Purpose of the research to analyze the key aspects of state recognition in
international law, to identify the common and distinctive features of the historical
development of this institution, and to determine current trends and challenges in
the application of legal norms related to recognition.

Research methods. The study employs general scientific methods (analysis,
synthesis, comparison, abstraction, generalization) as well as specific legal
methods (comparative legal, historical-legal methods, and legal forecasting).

Findings and novelty. The study has identified a set of key factors that
determine the legal and political nature of state recognition in modern international
relations. The problem of creating universal norms governing state recognition has
been explored. The novelty of the work lies in its systematic approach, which
combines historical and legal analysis with the examination of examples of
unrecognized and partially recognized entities. The study reveals contradictions
between the principle of territorial integrity and the right of peoples to self-
determination. Special attention is given to the issue of effective control over
territory and the influence of external actors on the status of contested entities.

Credibility of the materials and results. The materials and findings of this
thesis are reliable. The research was conducted independently.

Recommendations for the use of research results. The results are
recommended for use as a basis for further academic research on the recognition of
states and the practice of its application in the context of current international
challenges.
