3. Text summary

Object of the research: legal relations arising from the need to reconcile
free trade with environmental protection.

Purpose of the research: analysis of the international legal regulation of
free trade and environmental protection in order to determine the impact of
environmental policy on the development of global and regional trade, as well as
the study of the role of Article XX of the GATT and multilateral environmental
agreements 1in this context.

Research methods: formal-logical, systemic-structural, comparative-
legal, and legal-dogmatic methods.

Research results and novelty: the present study is based on the observed
trend of sustained international interest in the convergence of international trade
and environmental law. In this context, a synergetic approach is being formed,
focused on achieving the goals of sustainable development, ensuring a balance
between trade liberalization and the need to protect the environment. The paper
substantiates the relevance of Article XX of the GATT as a legal basis for WTO
members to impose trade restrictions in pursuit of environmental objectives.
Particular attention is given to the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism,
introduced by the European Union as a supplement to the emissions trading
system. Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism is considered a tool for fulfilling
the EU’s climate commitments, reducing greenhouse gas emissions, and
minimizing the risk of carbon leakage. The research also traces the evolution of
international environmental law — from the initial recognition of the need for
global environmental protection to the conclusion of universal international
agreements. Special focus is placed on the development of the EU’s
environmental policy, culminating in the adoption of the European Green Deal
— a strategic initiative aimed at achieving climate neutrality, sustainable resource
use, and transforming the economic growth model.



Recommendations for implementation: the results of this study can be
used in academic curricula, legislative and regulatory activities, and further
scientific research.
