3. Summary text

The object of the research — social relations arising in connection with the
protection of the results of intellectual activity recognized as works created as a
result of creative work.

The subject of the research — international treaties, normative legal acts of
domestic and foreign legislation of different levels and legal force, law
enforcement practice and doctrinal sources devoted to the study of the legal
category of creativity in the field of copyright.

The purpose of the research — comprehensive analysis of the evolution and
modern content of the concept of creativity in copyright, taking into account the
peculiarities of the Anglo-Saxon and Continental legal systems, transformations in
the CIS countries in the post-Soviet period; the study of the main characteristics
and criteria of the concept of creativity, as well as the problems of its application to
the results created by artificial intelligence systems.

Methods of research — systematic approach, method of deduction, laws of
formal logic, legal analysis of doctrinal literature and regulatory legal acts
regulating copyright in the Republic of Belarus and foreign countries.

The results of the work and their novelty. As a result of the study, the
following results were obtained:

1) analysis of the historical development of the doctrine of creativity in the
Continental and Anglo-Saxon legal systems;

2) the formation of the understanding of creativity in the Soviet and post-
Soviet period in the CIS countries has been studied on the example of the Republic
of Belarus, the criteria of the author's creative work and approaches to their
understanding have been determined;

3) the experience of states in applying the criteria of creativity to the results
created by artificial intelligence systems has been considered;



4) the need for doctrinal clarification of the category of «creativity», as well
as its normative re-equipment in the context of technological and socio-cultural
transformations has been revealed;

5) recommendations for improving the legislation in the field of intellectual
property were formulated: adoption of a new legal regime for automatically created
objects, its legal formalization; implementation of such a term as «techno-creative
control.

The results of the study can be used for further research of issues related to
the understanding of the category of «creativity» in copyright law at the
international level and in the national legislation of the Republic of Belarus, in the
rule-making process, as well as in the preparation of monographs and textbooks on
the discipline of «International Lawy.

The author of the work confirms the reliability of the materials and results
of the work and the independence of its implementation. All theoretical,
methodological provisions and concepts borrowed from literary and other sources
are accompanied by references to their authors.
