Annotation

The conducted research establishes that Karamzin creates a type of
"sensitive" hero previously unrepresented in Russian literature. His Frol Silin
opens a new chapter in the portrayal of the peasantry as individual subjects of
moral action. The peasant woman Liza embodies moral purity and self-sacrifice,
while the nobleman Erast exemplifies internal duality and tragic conflict between
feelings and duty. The empathetic author-narrator in each tale addresses the reader
directly, creating a space for moral dialogue. Through these "sensitive" heroes,
Karamzin's prose of the 1790s constructs itself as a system of participation, where
the reader not merely perceives but experiences the text. The "sensitive" heroes in
the works of this theorist and leading figure of Russian sentimentalism anticipate
the more profound depiction of the spiritual world in nineteenth-century Russian
prose.

The thesis undertakes a comprehensive analysis of the "sensitive" hero
figures in Karamzin's psychological prose, incorporating the achievements of
contemporary literary scholarship.
