ABSTRACT

The relevance and significance of the stated topic lies in the fact that the
analysis of children's texts allows not only to clarify the idea of the creative evolution
of the writer, but also to identify the features of the formation of the artistic world,
in which the hero acts as a bearer of the author's worldview. The study of the
specifics of the hero and the world in Platonov's children's works allows us to expand
our understanding of Plato's philosophy of man and the possibilities of an "adult"
idea to be conveyed to children's consciousness by means of literature.

The object of the study is the artistic world of Andrei Platonov's works
created for children. The subject of the study is the features of the image of the
hero and the artistic world in Platonov's children's prose in their ideological,
aesthetic, narratological and philosophical dimensions.

The aim of the thesis is to identify the features of the representation of the
hero and the construction of the artistic world in A. Platonov's children's works as a
reflection of the author's philosophy, aesthetics and ethics.

Research objectives:

1. To identify the range of themes, images and motifs that determine the
specifics of A. Platonov's children's prose.

2. To describe the features of Platonov's hero in children's works, to trace his
spiritual, emotional and ethical evolution.

3. To determine the methods of modeling the artistic world and its value
coordinates in relation to the image of the hero.

4. To establish how the writer's philosophy is reflected in the image of the
hero and the construction of the world - his ideas about man, goodness, work,
childhood, spiritual development.

Methods: cultural-historical, biographical, methods of motive analysis of the
artistic text.

Practical significance: the obtained results can be used in the educational
process of the Faculty of Philology (writing term papers, essays, reports), as well as
for independent study of children's prose by A. Platonov and his place in the
literature of the twentieth century.
