Potential Practical Applications - the findings of the thesis can be applied:— in the design
of regional tourism development programs in Egypt;— in the activities of travel agencies and tour
operators for the creation of new tourism products;— in educational and analytical work related to
international tourism management;— in the development of promotion strategies for Egypt as a
destination in alternative markets.
