3. Summary text

The object of the research of the master's thesis is a set of international legal
norms and principles governing the use of means and methods of warfare in armed
conflicts.

The subject of the research of the master's thesis is international treaties
regulating the restriction and prohibition of certain types of weapons and methods
of warfare, norms of customary international law in the field of armed conflict,
decisions of international judicial bodies on the use of prohibited means and methods
of warfare, acts of international organisations aimed at regulating armed conflicts,
doctrinal approaches to the interpretation and application of the norms of
international humanitarian law in relation to new technologies of warfare, as well as
the national legislation of the Republic of Belarus in the field of implementation of
international legal obligations.

The purpose of the research is to identify the main trends and determine the
qualification of means and methods of warfare in modern international law.

Methods of research are synthesis, induction, deduction, generalisation, as
well as historical-legal, formal-legal and comparative-legal.

The results of the work and their novelty consist in a comprehensive study of
international legal regulation of means and methods of warfare taking into account
new technologies. The main stages of formation of relevant norms and factors
affecting the effectiveness of international co-operation in this area have been
identified. The increasing role of international customs and soft law acts in the
regulation of new technologies of warfare is established. The criteria for qualifying
cyber operations as a means or method of warfare have been defined and the
necessity of their legal assessment has been substantiated. The analysis of the
legislation of the Republic of Belarus has revealed the need to improve it in terms

of implementation of norms related to new technologies of warfare. The results of
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the study have theoretical and practical significance for the development of
international humanitarian law.

Authenticity of the materials and results of the master's thesis is confirmed by
the use of scientific and educational literature, the use of general methods of
scientific cognition, as well as private-scientific methods used in legal sciences - the
method of comparative law and formal-legal method. The work is carried out by the
author independently.

Recommendations on the usage. The area of possible practical application of
the results of the master's thesis includes the normative activity of the state bodies
of the Republic of Belarus in the development and improvement of normative legal
acts aimed at the implementation of international obligations in the field of
regulation of means and methods of warfare. The materials of the research will be
useful in the work of legal divisions of the Ministry of Defence and other security
agencies in the preparation of methodological recommendations on the application
of the norms of international humanitarian law in the course of armed conflicts. The
conclusions and recommendations of the thesis can be used in the educational
process of military educational institutions and law faculties of civilian universities
when teaching the disciplines “International humanitarian law”, “Public
international law”, “Human rights law”, “International security law”.
