3. Content of the Work

Object of Study: Social relations in the field of legal regulation regarding
the consideration and resolution of investment disputes in international
commercial arbitration.

Subject of Study: Issues and problems of legal regulation, scientific
theories, ideas, approaches, and concepts; normative legal acts; law enforcement
practice; judicial and arbitration practice in the field of legal regulation concerning
the consideration and resolution of investment disputes in international
commercial arbitration.

Aim of the Work: To identify ways to improve the legal regulation of social
relations in the sphere of consideration and resolution of investment disputes in
international commercial arbitration.

Research Methods: Dialectical, logical, historical analysis and synthesis;
comparison; analogy; correlation between general, particular, and specific
elements; abstraction; modeling; systemic analysis of legal phenomena;
comparative-legal and formal-legal methods; doctrinal and normative
interpretation.

Results Achieved and Their Novelty: As aresult of the research, the set tasks
were completed and main objectives achieved. A clear concept of investment
disputes was formulated, along with their features within the context of
international commercial arbitration. The historical evolution mechanisms for
resolving such disputes were traced, allowing for an understanding of the
development of legal approaches and practices in this sphere.

Key international legal acts and treaties regulating the consideration of
investment disputes were identified; main procedures and mechanisms for their
review in arbitration were analyzed. The features of legal regulation concerning
jurisdictional powers of commercial arbitration and conditions for admissibility
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to consider investment disputes were examined to facilitate a more precise
understanding of legal frameworks.

Special attention was paid to the procedure for executing decisions on
investment disputes; trends in legislation development in this area were identified;
recommendations for improving legal regulation were proposed. Overall, the
research results allow us to conclude on the dynamics of development in
international investment arbitration and suggest ways to enhance the effectiveness
of legal regulation regarding consideration and resolution of investment disputes
at an international level.

Reliability of Materials and Results: The materials used and results
obtained in this master's thesis are reliable. The work was completed
independently.

Recommendations for Using the Results.

The conclusions drawn during this research can be used in law-making
activities as well as in further scientific studies on this issue. They can also be
applied in educational processes within disciplines such as "Family Law," "Civil
Procedure," "Arbitration Procedure," "Private International Law," and
"International Investment Law."
