The object of the study: social relations arising in the sphere of legal
regulation of trade secrets (know-how).

The purpose of the work: conducting a comprehensive study of key aspects of
legal protection of production secrets (know-how), including an analysis of the
historical aspects of the formation of a legal institution for the protection of
know-how, a comparative legal analysis of mechanisms for the protection of
know-how in various jurisdictions, and a study of doctrinal approaches presented
in the scientific literature of the post-Soviet space and foreign countries. This
approach allows us to substantiate and put forward scientifically sound proposals
aimed at improving existing legal mechanisms for the protection of confidential
information of commercial value.

The master's thesis analyzes the
existing regulation of the implementation and protection of production secrets
(know-how) in international law, the law of individual states and regional
integration associations, which made it possible to determine possible paths and
further prospects for the development of Belarusian legislation. The study
examined the main stages of the formation of the institute for the protection of
production secrets (know-how), identified the key challenges facing the institute
for the protection of production secrets (know-how) in the context of a digital
society, studied the regulation of relations related to the protection of production
secrets (know-how) in the law of the European Union, and identified ways for
further development of legal regulation of the institute for the protection of
production secrets (know-how) in the context of the digitalization of society for the
Republic of Belarus.
