SUMMARY

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COLONIZATION, ANCIENT GREEK SETTLEMENTS

Object of research: ancient Greek colonization in the VIII-VI centuries BC.

Subject of research: ancient Greek colonies in the western and northwestern
Mediterranean in the VIII-VI centuries BC.

Purpose of the work: is to identify the features of the formation of ancient
Greek colonization in the western and northwestern Mediterranean in the VIII-VI
centuries BC.

Research methodology: the main methods of writing this work were a
systematic approach and the principle of historicism in studying the features of the
ancient Greek colonies’ formation in the Western and Northwestern Mediterranean in
the VIII-VI centuries BC. Historical-comparative and historical-genetic methods
were also used.

Scientific novelty of the research: the thesis presents the territorial
characteristics of the spread of the Great Greek colonization and analyzes the role of
colonization in the historical development of Ancient Greece; the nature of the first
contacts of Ancient Greece and Spain is established; the features of colonization by
the Phocians of Tartessos and colonial relations between Phocea and Northeastern
Spain are revealed; the specifics of colonization in relation to Italy and Sicily are
determined; the features of the formation of early European colonies in Italy and
Sicily; the characteristic features of the origin, as well as the causes of ancient Greek
colonization in Gaul and on the island of Corsica are determined; the features of the
appearance of Massalia and other colonies in continental Gaul are revealed.

The answers acquired in the process of research have every chance to be used
in the creation of generalizing works of textbooks on the history of the ancient world,
primarily Ancient Greece, as well as journalistic works. This and similar research can
be useful when creating special training programs.

The thesis is an independently produced survey.
