The object of the research: political and social spheres of the society of the
Roman Republic.

The purpose of the research — to study the socio-political aspects of the crisis
and the fall of the Roman Republic.

Research methods. The study used general logical and general scientific
methods.

Research results and their scientific novelty. The territorial expansion of
Rome and constant wars led to the transformation of the army, which consisted
before the reforms of the 2nd century BC mainly from wealthy citizens, into
numerous mercenary troops, financially dependent only on their commanders. The
result of an aggressive foreign policy was a colossal influx of slaves, whose free labor
gradually began to destroy the layer of free small producers. Hence the decline of
political life in the capital. People's assemblies, where all sorts of poor people began
to willingly come, finally lost their significance: as a result of it government posts
often began to be received by those who had popularity, wealth and armed supporters
in the face of loyal legions. Civil wars of the 40-30s BC and the rise of individuals in
the state were a direct consequence of the crisis that began at the turn of the 2nd and
1st centuries BC and directly led to the fall of the Roman Republic.

Recommendations for the practical use of the results. The obtained results
can be used in writing summarizing works on the history of the Roman Republic and
in educational institutions as the basis for lecture courses.

Independence of the study. The results of the research were developed by the
author of the study personally and are based on independent conclusions. Other
authors did not participate in the study.
