The purpose of this work is to systematically analyze the legal governance of
prohibited subsidies under the World Trade Organization (WTO) framework, expose
ambiguities in definitions, enforcement inefficiencies, and structural constraints on
developing economies, and propose actionable reforms to balance trade fairness with
developmental imperatives while modernizing multilateral trade rules.

The object of the work is the legal definitions, classifications, and exceptions of
prohibited subsidies under the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures
(SCM Agreement), alongside case studies of landmark disputes (e.g., Brazil-Aircraft,
India-Solar Cells) to examine enforcement contradictions and emerging challenges
(e.g., green subsidies, digital economy incentives).

The subject encompasses the tensions between national industrial policies (e.g.,
climate action, digital sovereignty) and WTO compliance obligations, with a focus on
systemic inequities in rule implementation and their impact on global trade equity.

Research methods integrate case analysis of WTO disputes to identify
enforcement gaps, comparative study of WTO rules and regional agreements, and
interdisciplinary policy evaluation across legal, economic, and international relations
frameworks.

Research Results and Novelty:1.Clarification of Legal Ambiguities: Proposed
standardized guidelines for defining public bodies and market benchmarks to curb
arbitrary enforcement.

2. Enhanced Enforcement Mechanisms: Advocated reviving the WTO Appellate
Body and introducing punitive measures (e.g., fines) to address systemic delays and
non-compliance.

3. Developmental Equity Innovations: Recommended extending transitional
exemptions for developing countries and institutionalizing special and differential
treatment to support green and digital industrialization.

4. Adaptive Rulemaking: Designed temporary exceptions for climate-related
subsidies, integrating environmental goals with trade compliance
