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GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF WORK

Structure and scope of the master’s thesis: 42 pages, 3 chapters, 69 sources.

Key words: ESG disputes, climate change litigation, corporate governance,
information disclosure, comparative law, blockchain technology, legal liability.

The purpose of this thesis is to reveal the legal nature and theoretical
controversies of ESG (Environmental, Social, and Governance) disputes, with a
focus on corporate responsibility boundaries, challenges in defining legal obligations
beyond traditional economic roles.

The object international and social relations arising out in the context of ESG
disputes.

The subject of the research are international treaties, soft-law documents,
national legislation, judicial practice and academic publications in the area of ESG
disputes.

Methods of research include theoretical overview analysis, synthesis, legal
comparison, formal legal method.

Research Results and Novelty. The thesis reveals the concept of ESG, defines
the types of legal disputes arising out from its application; provides the criteria of
“EcoClimate” lutigations; identifies core tensions between traditional corporate law
(shareholder primacy, directors' fiduciary duties) and ESG obligations (stakeholder
interests, climate accountability), highlights the evolution of directors' duties to
incorporate climate risks, proposes "localized indicators" (e.g., rural revitalization)
for China’s integration into global standards of ESG.

Rcommendations for the use of the results : 1. For Governments &
Regulatorsl. Harmonize ESG Standards Globally , Establish mandatory core
disclosure frameworks. Promote mutual recognition of ESG certifications (e.g., EU-
China Common Sustainable Finance Taxonomy) to reduce trade barriers.

2. Strengthen Legal Enforcement Mechanisms, Introduce punitive damages for
"greenwashing" (e.g., falsifying carbon data) and expand plaintiff eligibility to NGOs,
unions, and investors. Mandate third-party auditsfor ESG reports of systemically
important enterprises (listed companies, high-carbon sectors).

3. Leverage Technology for Compliance,Develop national ESG blockchain
platformsfor real-time data traceability (e.g., supply chain carbon footprints). Use Al
tools to monitor disclosure authenticity and identify compliance gaps. For Judicial &
Arbitration Bodies.Innovate Dispute Resolution Mechanisms Create specialized ESG
tribunals with environmental/financial experts (e.g., China’s Sanming ESG Judicial
Service Center). Recognize "proportional liability" in climate tort cases (e.g.,
Peruvian farmers vs. RWE).
