Meanwhile, the research reveals
the common predicaments currently faced by e-commerce laws, including obstacles to
cross-border law enforcement, the contradiction between technological iteration and
legal lag, etc. Based on these findings, the study proposes suggestions such as
promoting legal coordination through international organizations and building an
adaptive regulatory framework, providing important references for countries to
improve their e-commerce legal systems and balance innovation and regulation. It also
points out the direction for addressing complex challenges such as cross-border
taxation and emerging digital technologies in the future.
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Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: This thesis has a solid
guarantee in terms of the reliability of the data and research results. In terms of data
sources, the research extensively cited authoritative materials, including core
legislative documents of various countries such as China's "E-commerce Law" and
relevant consumer protection acts of the United States, as well as official reports of
international organizations such as the United Nations Commission on Trade Law, to
ensure the accuracy of legal provisions and policy information. Meanwhile,
international renowned journals, academic works and other literatures were referred
to to verify the research topic from multiple dimensions. In terms of research
methods, a systematic comparative analysis method is adopted. Through a clear and
unified analytical framework, horizontal and vertical comparisons are made of the
legislative background, core provisions and implementation mechanisms of e-
commerce laws in various countries. Qualitative content analysis is used to conduct
thematic coding of legal provisions to reduce subjective deviations. Although the
research has certain limitations in terms of the coverage of countries and the tracking
of technological frontiers, the rigorous research design and scientific demonstration
process fully guarantee the validity and reliability of the research results, which can
provide a solid theoretical support for the research and practice of the international e-
commerce legal system.

Recommendations for the use of the results: Based on the results of this
research, in order to give full play to its value, the following usage suggestions are
put forward. For policymakers, the common principles of international e-commerce
legislation summarized in the research, such as functional equivalence and
technological neutrality, can be used as a reference basis for improving the legal
framework of their own countries. At the same time, they can draw on the mature
experiences of countries like the United States and the United Kingdom in consumer
protection and data privacy to optimize regulatory policies in areas such as cross-
border taxation and electronic payment. At the international level, actively participate
in legal coordination activities led by international organizations and promote the
formulation of unified rules. For judicial workers, they can refer to the case and
challenge analysis of judicial coordination in various countries in the research to
enhance the consistency of international judicial cooperation and the application of
law when handling cross-border e-commerce disputes. For the academic community
and researchers, this study can be taken as the basis to further expand to the research
in more countries and emerging technology fields, filling the research gaps at the
regional and technological levels. Meanwhile, the comparative analysis method in the
text can be utilized to provide methodological references for the subsequent research
on e-commerce laws. For industry practitioners, they can improve mechanisms such
as consumer rights protection and data security in enterprise operations based on the
compliance points proposed by the research, so as to better deal with legal risks in
cross-border operations.
