3. The content of the work

The object of the work is legal relations arising in the process of applying
mediation as an alternative method ofresolving commercial disputes.

The subject of the work is legal norms governing the procedure for applying
mediation in the field of entrepreneurial activity, in particular in the jurisdictions of
Belarus and China, as well as doctrine and law enforcement practice.

Purpose of the work: to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the regulatory
framework governing the use of mediation as a mechanism for settling disputes in the
field of entrepreneurial activity, to compare the legal approaches of the Republic of
Belarus and the People's Republic of China, and to propose measures for improving
mediation procedures in light of international practice.

Methods of the research: general scientific methods (description, comparison,
analysis, synthesis, generalization) and specific legal methods, primarily comparative
legal analysis of national legislation, doctrinal sources, and practical application.

Research results and novelty:

This thesis provides a comparative legal analysis of mediation as a mechanism
for commercial dispute resolution in two distinct legal systems—Belarus and China
—emphasizing both normative regulation and cultural context. The research
identifies the strengths and challenges of both models, offers a synthesized view of
legal effectiveness and procedural design, and formulates practical recommendations
for enhancing mediation frameworks. The novelty lies in the detailed cross-cultural
and legal comparison, which contributes to the academic discourse and offers
practical value for legal professionals and policymakers involved in international
business relations.

Research results: The research highlights the advantages and limitations of the
Belarusian and Chinese approaches to mediation, especially in the context of
commercial conflict resolution. The thesis proposes a structured legal comparison
that emphasizes the integration of cultural and procedural elements. It identifies
specific gaps in both jurisdictions and provides a series of legal and institutional
recommendations to improve the effectiveness of mediation in entrepreneurial
activities.



Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: The findings ofthe study are
based on a broad range of authoritative legal sources, including national legislation,
international treaties, and relevant scholarly works. The use of comparative legal
methods and doctrinal analysis ensures the reliability and academic integrity of the
conclusions drawn.

Recommendations for the use of the results: It is proposed that lawmakers in
both Belarus and China consider the implementation of the practical suggestions
developed in this thesis to enhance the efficiency, accessibility, and enforceability of
mediation procedures. Legal professionals are advised to incorporate the comparative
insights when advising on cross-border commercial disputes. Scholars and academic
institutions are encouraged to further explore mediation systems in different legal
cultures to promote international harmonization in dispute resolution mechanisms.
