3. The content of the work:

The object of the research is legal relations arising in the process of
applying alternative forms of commercial dispute resolution in the
Republic of Belarus and the People's Republic of China.

The subject is the rules governing the procedure for resolving and
settling commercial disputes by arbitration courts, mediators, as well as
doctrine and law enforcement practice.

The purpose of this work is examines the general characteristics of
Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) methods in the context of
entrepreneurial activity, focusing on a comparative analysis between China
and the Republic of Belarus. The study explores how different ADR
mechanisms—such as arbitration, mediation, and negotiation—function
within these two legal and economic systems, assessing their efficiency,
accessibility, and enforceability. The primary objective is to identify best
practices and challenges in ADR adoption. By comparing Belarus with
China—a global leader in commercial arbitration—this work aims to
provide actionable insights for policymakers, legal practitioners, and
entrepreneurs seeking reliable dispute resolution options.

Research methods: general scientific methods (description,
definition, comparison, analogy, analysis, synthesis, generalization,
classification and others), comparative analysis method.

Research Results and Novelty: This dissertation research provides
a comparative legal analysis of the effectiveness and availability of
alternative dispute resolution methods in the People's Republic of China
and the Republic of Belarus. Proposals are formulated to optimize this
institution in Belarus, in particular, the need to increase awareness of
business entities about the advantages of ADR in Belarus, optimize the
process of training mediators; for China - a wider introduction of mediation
in order to reduce dependence on arbitration. This study can be the basis
for further research in this area, in particular, for the analysis of issues of



the impact of Al and block chain on ADR.

Reliability of the materials and results of the thesis. This study
uses authoritative scientific sources to ensure the reliability and accuracy
of the information; references to national and international norms and
regulations, as well as international conventions provide a legal basis for
the study.

Recommendations for using the results: For China: Enhancing
Global Competitiveness; adopt UNCITRAL Transparency Standards for
investor-state arbitration; expand Hybrid Med-Arb Models to reduce
arbitration backlogs; ratify the Singapore Convention to strengthen cross-
border mediation enforcement. For Belarus: Accelerating ADR
Development, which can launch a National ADR Awareness Campaign
targeting SMEs, establish an Enforcement Task Force to streamline award
recognition; pilot online dispute resolution (ODR) in Minsk and regional
hubs. For both: It can create Cross-Border Cooperation Opportunities, in
the cooperation, it can joint China-Belarus ADR Training Programs for
arbitrators; harmonized Enforcement Protocols under the Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI); shared Digital ADR Platforms for BRI-related disputes.
