3. The content of the work

The object of the work is the anti-corruption legal regulation systems in China
and Belarus.

The subject includes national legislation, institutional structures, judicial

practices, international conventions, and scholarly research related to anti-corruption
efforts in both countries.

The purpose ofthis work is to conduct a systematic comparative analysis of
the anti-corruption legal frameworks of China and Belarus. It seeks to explore the
similarities and differences between the two countries in terms of the concept of

corruption, the institutional structures for combating corruption, and the substantive
and procedural legislation. Based on the comparative findings, the research proposes
practical pathways for improving China's anti-corruption legal system, drawing
lessons from the Belarusian experience. Additionally, the study aims to identify
areas where both countries can learn from each other to enhance the effectiveness,
transparency, and legal standardization of anti-corruption governance.

Research methods: The research methods employed in this thesis include
theoretical analysis, comparative law analysis, historical comparison, and synthesis.
Through these approaches, the study examines the development, characteristics, and
effectiveness of anti-corruption mechanisms in both jurisdictions.

Research results: The research demonstrates that while China and Belarus
share common goals in fighting corruption, they differ significantly in the structure
of their anti-corruption institutions, the legal definitions of corruption-related
offenses, and the legislative approaches to prevention, investigation, and punishment.
Belarus has established a relatively systematic and specialized anti-corruption legal
framework with a strong emphasis on legal codification and preventive measures,
offering valuable reference points for China's ongoing efforts to strengthen the rule
of law in anti-corruption.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: The reliability ofthe
materials and results is ensured through a comprehensive review of existing literature
, analysis of national and international legal frameworks, and examination ofjudicial
practices in both countries. The study also takes into account the historical



development of anti-corruption legislation and the alignment of domestic laws with
international standards, such as the United Nations Convention Against Corruption
(UNCAC). The comparative analysis provides a balanced view of the strengths and
weaknesses of the anti-corruption systems in China and Belarus, supporting the
validity of'the findings..

Recommendations for the use of the results: Based on the comparative
findings, the research proposes practical pathways for improving China's anti-
corruption legal system, drawing lessons from the Belarusian experience. The
recommendations include enhancing transparency and procedural fairness within the
National Supervisory Commission, strengthening whistleblower protections, and
broadening public participation in governance oversight. Additionally, the study
suggests that Belarus could benefit from adopting China’ s technological
advancements and centralized enforcement mechanisms to address its identified
weaknesses in inter-agency coordination and enforcement efficiency.
