3. The content of the work
The object of the work is the legal relationships arising in connection with the
commission of cybercrimes against business entities in the global digital economy.

The subject of the work includes the national legislation of various countries,
international treaties, supranational regulations, court practice, and analytical reports
of international organizations related to the prevention and control of cybercrime in
the commercial sphere.

The purpose of this work is to study modern problems in the field of combating
transnational organized crime and to develop, on the basis of a comprehensive
analysis of the status, mechanism and evolution of transnational organized crime,
proposals to improve the effectiveness of the fight against this phenomenon.

Recommendations for the use of the results: states are encouraged to bring
their criminal legislation into line with the United Nations Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime (UNTOC). International organizations (UN,
INTERPOL, FATF) should strengthen coordination of their activities and focus on
establishing a specialized body within the UN structure. Law enforcement agencies
are encouraged to implement technologies (blockchain, Al for data analysis) and
standards for collecting digital evidence in joint operations, as well as to develop



anonymous crime reporting systems. Scientific institutions and researchers are
encouraged to focus on conducting interdisciplinary research, assessing assistance to
weak states, and analyzing the impact of corruption on the fight against transnational
organized crime.
