Structure and scope of the master’s thesis: 4 chapters, 66p., 60 sources.

Keywords: Eurasian Economic Union, EAEU, international trade law,
regional integration, China-EAEU relations, external trade policy, dispute
resolution mechanisms, supranational law, bilateral investment treaties, WTO
dispute settlement.

The object of the research: Legal relations arising from trade and economic
cooperation between the Eurasian Economic Union as a regional integration
organization, its member states, and third countries, with specific focus on the
complex multi-layered relationships that characterize contemporary China-EAEU
economic interactions.

The subject of the research: The comprehensive system of legal regulation
governing external trade activities in the EAEU context, including the Treaty on
the Eurasian Economic Union, international agreements concluded by the union
with third countries, bilateral treaties between member states and trading partners,
regulatory acts of EAEU institutions, and dispute resolution practices as they apply
specifically to China-EAEU trade relations.

The main goal of the research: To analyze the legal framework governing
trade relations between the EAEU and third countries, with particular emphasis on
relations with the People's Republic of China, and to examine the institutional and
procedural aspects of dispute settlement mechanisms applicable to these relations
within the broader context of post-Soviet regional integration.

The objectives of the research:

1. To examine the organizational status, institutional framework, and
competence structure of the EAEU as established by the Treaty on the Eurasian
Economic Union, analyzing how these foundational elements shape the union's
capacity for external economic relations;

2. To analyze the EAEU's legal system and hierarchy of legal acts, including
primary and secondary law, and their relationship with member state domestic
legal orders and international legal obligations;

3. To assess the types, scope, and legal characteristics of international
treaties concluded by the EAEU with third countries, examining the union's
external treaty-making capacity and institutional arrangements for negotiating and
implementing international agreements;

4. To investigate the legal regulation of harmonization of trade relations
among EAEU member states, analyzing how internal coordination mechanisms
create foundations for coherent external trade policies and relations with third
countries;

5. To examine the specific legal framework governing trade relations
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between the EAEU and China, including the 2018 Economic and Trade
Cooperation Agreement and its implementation, as well as bilateral relationships
between individual member states and China;

6. To analyze the multiple dispute resolution mechanisms available for
addressing trade conflicts between EAEU member states and third countries, with
particular attention to their application in China-EAEU relations and the challenges
posed by overlapping jurisdictions and varying institutional capacities.

The main results obtained and their novelty:

The research demonstrates that the EAEU represents a distinctive model of
regional integration that successfully balances supranational coordination with
sovereignty preservation through institutional pragmatism rather than
comprehensive market integration. The analysis reveals that the union's legal
framework for external trade relations, particularly with China, represents
significant  institutional innovation through non-preferential cooperation
mechanisms that enable meaningful economic integration without traditional trade
liberalization political sensitivities. The study identifies persistent implementation
gaps between legal commitments and practical compliance that reflect deeper
structural challenges in post-Soviet regional cooperation, while demonstrating that
sophisticated inter-regional cooperation can develop between different integration
models without requiring institutional convergence. The research contributes novel
insights into contemporary regional integration theory by showing how selective
integration and institutional flexibility can provide effective alternatives to
traditional comprehensive integration approaches.

The structure of the master's thesis: The work consists of an introduction,
four chapters, conclusion, bibliography (60 sources), and three appendices. Chapter
1 examines the EAEU as a regional international organization, analyzing its
organizational status, competence structure, and institutional framework. Chapter 2
focuses on the law of the EAEU, including its hierarchy of legal acts and
international treaties with third countries. Chapter 3 provides comprehensive
analysis of the legal framework for EAEU trade with third countries, examining
internal harmonization mechanisms and the specific case of China-EAEU legal
regulation. Chapter 4 analyzes dispute resolution mechanisms applicable to
EAEU-third country trade relations, with particular emphasis on China-EAEU
interactions. The conclusion synthesizes findings and proposes recommendations
for enhancing the legal framework governing such relations.
