The topic of the master's thesis is "The role of mass sports events in sustainable
social and economic development of the regions of the people's republic of china
(on the example of gansu province)".

Research Object: The Role of Mass Sports Events in the Economic and Social
Development of Gansu Province
Research Subject: The Impact of Mass Sports Events on Regional Social and
Economic Development of China Using Gansu Province as an Example
Research Objective: To identify current features and prospects for the development of
mass sports events as a tool for sustainable socio-economic development of Gansu
Province, taking into account the four-dimensional interconnected structure of
“economy-society-culture-ecology ” .
The main objectives of the study:
- to reveal the role of sports events in ensuring sustainable socio-economic
development of destinations;
- 1o assess the current significance of mass sports events in the socio-economic
development of Gansu Province
- to determine areas for improving the organization of mass sports events in Gansu
Province for the purpose of sustainable regional development.
To solve these problems, it is necessary to enrich interdisciplinary research in the
field of sports economics and the theory of regional sustainable development, as well
as fill the gap in related research in the northwestern regions of residence of ethnic
minorities of the PRC. It is also necessary to evaluate the economic benefits (such as
the contribution rate to GDP, the impact on employment), social benefits (such as
enhancing community identity) and environmental benefits (such as the effect of
low-carbon communication) of mass sports events in Gansu. Finally, it is necessary to
put forward recommendations for regional development that “empowers sports” to
help Gansu achieve the strategic goals of “strong provincial capital” and “strong
counties” .
Research significance: Overcoming the limitations of traditional sports research
focusing on competitive sports and expanding the functional positioning of mass
sports events in regional development.
Integrating interdisciplinary perspectives such as economics, sociology and ecology
to build a sustainable development assessment model suitable for Northwest China.



It is necessary to provide a basis for decision-making in Gansu Province to optimize
the structure of the sports industry and promote the integration of “sports + culture
and tourism” . For example, the events can be used to vitalize the rural economy
along the Hexi Corridor and promote the development of ethnic cultural intellectual
property. Research Methods: Based on “theoretical construction—empirical analysis
—countermeasures and proposals” as the main line, the following model is
constructed:

Mass sports events have a comprehensive impact on the sustainable development of
destinations in the following areas:

— Economic subsystem: GDP growth, employment rate, industrial structure (the
ratio of three industries)

— Social subsystem: social cohesion index, cultural heritage, satisfaction with
public services

— Cultural subsystem: national cultural intellectual property development, the
number of intangible cultural heritage inheritance projects

L— Ecological subsystem: carbon emission intensity, the proportion of ecotourism
income
Mass sports events are not only a growth pole for the sports industry, but also a

“social glue” for regional coordinated development. The practice of Gansu shows
that, through scientific planning and institutional innovation, sports activities can
become a key tool to resolve the contradiction between environmental protection and
economic development, and promote urban-rural integration. This study will provide
a "Gansu model" for the Belt and Road key provinces to study high-quality
development models.
