Purpose of the work: to identify a moment of appearance and the features of
formation of the church hierarchy as a form of organization of power in Christian
church communities of the I-1V centuries.

Work tasks:

1. Reveal the process of organizing the Christian church community as a social

institution;

2. Determine the main determinants that determined the course of
development of church ministries and ranks in the period under review
based on:

a. Features of the theology and practice of the intertestamental Jewish
priesthood;

b. Features of ecclesiological theology set forth in the texts of the New
Testament.

3. Analyze the process of formation of the church hierarchy in the period of
the 1st-4th centuries, identify the main trends in the development of church
positions in the period under review.

The object of study: organization of the Christian church community.

Subject of research: the church hierarchy in the I-1V centuries as forms of
organization of the Christian church community.

The following research methods: genetic, periodization, narrative,
comparative, social phenomenology and structure-system analysis.

The results of research and scientific innovation. The structure of the church
hierarchy in the I century was not unified and allowed for local variability. However,
due to external threats, the process of centralization of church power began the
primary stage of which ends in the IV century. During the period of the II-1lI
centuries, there was a gradual centralization of power in the hands of local bishops,
after which the process of centralization of regional power of the I11-1V centuries
began, which stratified the episcopate itself, forming the internal hierarchy of the
estate, which was reflected in the emergence of the institution of metropolitans.

The work consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of
used sources and literature. The total volume of work is 54 pages, including:
abstracts in russian, belarusian, english languages — three pages, a list of sources and
literature (contains 62 titles).
