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The purpose of the thesis is to study the transformation of political and
legal institutions during the Norman colonization in the regions of Northern and
Southern Europe.

Object: the institutions of power and the rights of the Normans;

Subject: the institutions of power and law of the Normans, formed by them
as part of the resettlement from Scandinavia

The main basis of the methods of the thesis was a set of general scientific
methods: abstraction, abduction, deduction, induction, analysis and synthesis, as
well as special historical methods: idiographic (descriptive—narrative),
retrospective, historical-genetic, problem—chronological, historical-diachronic,
historical-comparative.

The main provisions submitted for protection: The viability and
adaptability of the Norman political systems outside Scandinavia are manifested in
Iceland due to the preservation of the traditions of the Tings. In lreland, the
Vikings acted as conquerors, not colonizers, which led to the synthesis of the Irish
substrate with Scandinavian power in ports and cities, for example, in Dublin. In
the Sicilian Kingdom, the Normans sought to unify disparate legal systems and
regions, integrating into a single political field. The development of Norman law is
observed in various forms: in Iceland, the Vergeld is preserved, in Danelag
traditional Scandinavian law was incorporated into the system of Anglo-Saxon
law, in Ireland they dissolved into the laws of the Bregons, and in Sicily they were
based on Roman law. The Normans proved flexible in the succession of political
and legal institutions, developing their own institutions.

Structure and scope of the work: the work consists of an introduction,
three chapters, a conclusion and a list of references. The total size of the work is 53
pages.

The results of the research can be used to create special courses and write
scientific papers on the history of law and society of the Normans in the Middle
Ages
