The political views of Jean Froissart

The total size of the work makes 72 pages, including 76 titles of list sources
and recited literature.

Keywords: JEAN FROISSART, THE LATE MIDDLE AGES,
POLITICAL THOUGHT, WESTERN EUROPEAN CHRONICLERS.

The purpose of the graduate work: to highlight the features of Jean
Froissart's political thought in relation to royal power and estate representation.

Object: Western European medieval political thought.

Subject: political thought of Jean Froissart.

The methodological basis of the work has been made with general
scientific methods (analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, abduction,
generalization, cluster analysis), historical-genetic, historical-comparative,
historical-dynamic methods.

The main provisions to be defended: the ethical concept of royal power,
according to Froissart, works within the framework of the existence of an idea
"knight king". The monarch, who retains the classical rights and duties, must fulfill
the chivalrous cults of virtues. The author of the chronicle has a more secularized
mindset, which undergoes a providentialist deformation in the last quarter of the
XIV century. The institution of the church was created by the secular power, which
granted the clergy its privileged position. The chronicler distinguishes two
approaches to class-representative bodies: French and English. The former
involves complete subordination to the will of the monarch, whose goal is to fulfill
his political ambitions through this institution. The latter is English, where
parliament accumulates many of the monarch's prerogatives and obliges him to
take into account the factor of the formation of a new political force. The ideal of
the medieval Western European monarch for Froissart is the highest form of
manifestation of the idea of a "king-knight" on English land, where an ideal
monarch should correspond to an ideal wife.

The results of the research can be used to create special courses and
textbooks on socio-political thought of the Western European Middle Ages, as well
as to write scientific papers related to the political history of England and France in
the Late Middle Ages.

The research results were developed by the author of the thesis personally
and are based on independent conclusions. Other authors did not participate in the
study.
