The subject of the study is the political and social structure of Xiongnu society
during the existence of the Xiongnu nomadic power of the 3rd century.

The purpose of the thesis is is to determine the degree of development of the
Xiongnu society during the existence of their power in the 3rd century. BC. — |
century AD.

Research methods. The research uses general scientific and special historical
methods.

The results of the study and their scientific novelty. The Xiongnu polity is
assessed by the author of the work as a nomadic confederation of tribes with a
heterogeneous two-tier hierarchy. Within the Xiongnu society, the following social
groups can be distinguished: Shanyu and Wan-qi, serving and dependent nobility,
tribal nobility, free and dependent community members, dependent foreign ethnic
population. Relations between groups are polar in nature. On the one hand, all male
nomads are included in the military-hierarchical system. On the other hand, in social,
political and economic terms, relations are heterarchical in nature, i.e. subjects of
nomadic society are ranked in various combinations depending on the situation. The
main factors supporting the tendency to strengthen the hierarchy of society are
stability within the Xiongnu steppe, a constant flow of tribute and gifts to the
community of the Xiongnu elite from outside. Under such conditions, the Xiongnu
confederation existed in the 3rd-1st centuries BC.

Recommendations for the practical use of the results. The results obtained
can be used in writing generalizing works on the history of the history of the
Xiongnu and the Inner Asia.
