The presented work is devoted to study of social status of women in Greece
in the Archaic and Classical periods. The most striking female images from ancient
works have been analyzed: the image of a mother, a wife, or even a policy
manager.

The purpose of the study is to form an idea of women in the Archaic and
Classical periods, based on the position of Ancient authors represented in their
works and the work of women poets.

The object of the study is the social structure of Ancient Greece society of
the Archaic and Classical periods.

The subject of the study is the social status of women in Ancient Greece.

When writing the work, such methods of working with information as the
method of comparison, analysis, synthesis, classification, generalization were used,
and the historical and genetic method was also used, which allowed us to see the
process of growth and trends in the female position from the "dark ages" to the
archaic and to the classics. The work is based on the principles of objectivity,
historicism, and consistency, taking into account the value approach.

The result of the study: the main function of a woman in marriage is the
birth of a legitimate child. Of course, we are talking about the inequality of men
and women in Classical Greece and a degree of dependence of the wife on the
husband, and question it is is only the degree of this dependence.

The results of the research can be used to create special courses on the legal
status of women in ancient Greece, as well as to write scientific papers related to
the development of female images in the narrative tradition of the ancient world.
