SUMMARY

Topic: "Florence and the Medici family: the "sovereign™ in the Renaissance (XIV
— XV centuries)"

The thesis consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion; a list of used
sources and literature, and an appendix. The volume of the work is 54 pages, of which
4 are an abstract, 2 are a list of used sources and literature, 5 are an appendix.

The purpose of the study is to study the activities of the “uncrowned kings” of
Florence — Cosimo and Lorenzo de' Medici, the “golden age” The Florentine Republic.

The object of the study is the history of the Medici family against the background
of the economic and political processes of Florence (XIV — XV centuries), the politics
of two Medici — Cosimo and Lorenzo.

The subject of the study is the history of the House of Medici and the influence
of the uncrowned kings of Florence on political and cultural life in Florence.

Methods — the work is based on the principles of objectivity, historicism,
consistency and a value-based approach.

The study was conducted using historical-chronological, retrospective and
historical-systemic methods. The historical and chronological method helped to
organize and structure information within the time frame of the topic. The retrospective
method was used to identify the causes of various events and phenomena. The
historical and systematic method analyzed the internal mechanisms and structure of
theatrical art, as well as its functions.

Research result: The presented work is devoted to the study of the history of one
of the most influential and wealthy Florentine families — the Medici, their influence on
the political, economic and cultural life of Florence in the XIV — XV centuries.

The work examines the history of the Medici family, the influence of the Medici
on the development of the city and Florentine art, the contribution to the development
of the financial system and trade, as well as the role of the family in the political life of
Florence.

The main focus of the work is on the main representatives of the Medici dynasty
— Cosimo and Lorenzo de' Medici, their struggle for power in the city, as well as their
contribution to art and science. At the end of the work, conclusions are drawn about
the role of the Medici family in the development and prosperity of Florence, their
influence on the history and culture of Italy as a whole.
