ABSTRACT

Theme: “Early medieval queens: role and influence”

Key words: queen, woman, early Middle Ages, Matilda of Westphalia, Villa
of Tuscany.

The purpose of the graduated work: comparison of the Villa of Tuscany
and Matilda of Westphalia according to the criteria identified when describing the
image of the early medieval queen and the ways of their influence on power.

Object: average image of an early medieval queen

Subject: the image of Matilda of Westaphala, based on the work “The Acts
of the Saxons”, and the image of the Villa of Tuscany, based on the work
“Anatapodosis”.

The methodological basis is of the work is the historical-typological
method, the historical-genetic method, the historical-systemic method, the
historical-comparative method and the historical-descriptive method.

The main provisions put forward for defense: the queens of the early
Middle Ages, despite their dependent position, had a number of informal channels
of power and influence. Using the examples of the Saxon Queen Matilda of
Westphalia and the Italian Villa of Tuscany, the possibilities of “realization” of the
queens under study will be shown. These opportunities relate to the family, political
and spiritual spheres.

The structure and scope of work. The work consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion and a list of used sources and literature. The total size of the
work is 50 pages.

The results of the study can be used to create special courses and write
scientific papers on the history of queens of the Middle Ages and the history of
women's experience in general.
