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The object of the research is cultural and natural heritage sites of mixed type
(based on UNESCO-listed sites in the PRC).

The subject of the research is the organization of event-based activities as a
tool for the development and preservation of mixed heritage sites.

The goal of the research is to analyze event tourism as an instrument for the
development and preservation of cultural and natural heritage sites (using
UNESCO-listed sites in China as an example).

Findings and novelty. The thesis presents a comprehensive analysis of the
theoretical and practical aspects of ecological and event tourism in China. It
examines the impact of cultural festivals, exhibitions, and other large-scale events
on the preservation and promotion of heritage tourism sites. The study reveals the
specific features of the state’s approach to organizing events on natural and cultural
territories and evaluates ecological programs implemented as part of event tourism.
The novelty of the research lies in the systemic interpretation of event tourism not
only as a means of promotion but also as a mechanism for heritage protection, as
well as in identifying strategic directions for its development, considering
ecological, sociocultural, and economic factors.

Practical application. The results of this study can be applied in the
development of sustainable tourism programs in China and in the planning of
events at World Heritage sites.

The author of the thesis confirms that the material presented in the work
accurately and objectively reflects the studied process, and that all theoretical and
methodological statements borrowed from literary and other sources are properly
referenced.
