ANNATATION

The topic of the master's thesis relates to the field of studying the
organization and holding of major exhibition events, in particular, the World
Exhibition in Shanghai. The work explores the specifics of organizing such events,
their cultural and economic significance, and also offers recommendations for
improving this process. The relevance of the topic is due to the growing role of
international exhibitions in the development of economic ties, cultural exchanges
and the promotion of national brands on the global stage.

7. Identify the main problems faced by the organizers of the Shanghai World
Expo and propose solutions to address them, taking into account current trends in
the organization of major exhibitions.

8. Develop recommendations for improving the organization and holding of
major exhibitions, including the introduction of innovative technologies, improved
logistics, marketing and service for exhibitors and visitors.



The object of the research is the process of organizing and holding major
international exhibitions, and the subject is the 2010 Shanghai World Exhibition as
an example of the successful implementation of an exhibition event at the global
level.

The research methodology includes a systematic approach that allows for a
comprehensive review of all aspects of the organization of exhibition events. The
methods of analysis, synthesis, comparative analysis and the case method are used
in the work. Methods of statistical analysis and expert assessments were used to
assess the impact of the World Exhibition on the economy and culture of China, as
well as on international relations.

The scientific novelty of the work lies in the analysis of the World Expo in
Shanghai as a unique example of a large-scale exhibition event that combines
innovative approaches in organizing, implementing cultural programs and
economic impact. The study reveals the impact of the exhibition on the
development of the city, the country and international relations.
