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Object of the study: historiography of early medieval England

Subject of the study: the Northumbrian annalistic tradition

Aim of the study: To identify the features of the formation, evolution, and
influence of the Northumbrian annalistic tradition from the 8th to the 10th centuries
within the broader context of early medieval English historiography.

Research objectives:

1. To reconstruct the composition and content of the corpus of texts that
constituted the Northumbrian annalistic tradition, including both extant and lost
sources.

2. To identify the stages of development of Northumbrian annalistic writing
from the 8th to the 10th century and to determine its distinctive characteristics at
each stage — from the continuations of Bede’s Ecclesiastical History to the
emergence of the Short York Annals and later Durham compilations.

3. To establish textual relationships between monuments of the
Northumbrian annalistic tradition and later historical works (particularly the writings
of Symeon of Durham), and to identify the sources and archetypes on which they
were based.

4. To analyze the influence of the Northumbrian annalistic tradition on the
formation of the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle, with special attention to the Northern
recension and manuscripts D and E.

5. To determine the causes of the decline of Northumbrian annalistic writing
in the 10th century and its subsequent displacement by the overarching Anglo-Saxon
historiographical tradition.

Research methods: Comparative-textual analysis, internal textual analysis,
source criticism, reconstruction method, contextual analysis, historical-genetic
method, historical-comparative method, and historical-systemic approach.

Scientific novelty of the research: this study is the first to trace the
development of the Northumbrian annalistic tradition as a coherent phenomenon
within the historiography of early medieval England; it identifies a number of
previously unrecognized historical works that reflect Northumbrian annalistic texts;
it also conclusively establishes that monuments of the Northumbrian annalistic
tradition were used in the creation of the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle.
