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The purpose of the thesis is to identify the peculiarities and differences in the
daily life of the peasants and nobility of England in the Late Middle Ages based on an
analysis of the legal status, economic status, housing conditions, culture, religious
practices and leisure.

The object of the research is: the life of England in the Late Middle Ages.

The research uses general scientific research methods (analysis, synthesis),
special historical (historical-genetic, historical-comparative, historical-systemic,
historical-anthropological, comparative-cultural) methods.

As a result of the study, it was revealed that in late Medieval England, a rigid
class hierarchy was maintained, headed by the nobility. The peasantry consisted of both
free and dependent rural residents who were required to pay taxes. The peasants'
dwellings were simple: one-room huts. The furnishings included a minimum of
furniture. The nobility lived in stone castles with a multi-storey layout, glazed windows
and decorated halls. The peasant's diet consisted of bread, chowder, dairy products,
turnips and cabbage, and meat was rarely consumed. The nobility's diet included game,
beef, spices, exotic foods, and wines. Religion was important for both classes. Among
the peasants, it manifested itself through participation in services, and among the
nobility through donations and the construction of churches. Peasant leisure was limited
to calendar holidays and was associated with parish festivities, fairs, dances, folk games
and pilgrimages. The nobility's leisure activities included hunting, tournaments,
fencing, playing chess, music, poetry, and participating in theatrical performances.

The results obtained can be used in writing generalizing works on world history
and lecture courses. The research results were developed by the author of the thesis
personally and are based on independent conclusions. Other authors did not participate
in the study.
