The purpose of the study is to establish the roles and functions of the gods in
ancient Egyptian mythology.

The object of the research is the mythology of ancient Egypt.

The subject of the research is an all-Egyptian, local and foreign deities of
Ancient Egypt according to the “Book of the Dead”.

Research methods. The research is based on a comprehensive approach to the
study of sources, based on the principle of historism and systemacity. The methods
used are: causal analysis, comparative-historical method, typological method.

The results of the study. The main all-Egyptian deities, i.e. recognised on the
territory of the whole state, were the gods of elements, the gods-creators of all things
on earth and the gods who are responsible for the birth and death of the mankind.

Local gods in Ancient Egypt were most often associated with the ordinary
people, they were not generally regarded as creators, their cults were not as large as
the all-Egyptian ones.

Most of the gods that were worshipped in Ancient Egypt during the dynastic
periods had local origins. However, the ancient Egyptians believed in ‘gods who
came’ from Nubia, Palestine, and Syria. The ancient egyptians also borrowed them
over time, and when they began to create their own gods, they applied a ready-made
pattern, based on the example of the once borrowed Palestinian and Syrian deities.
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
