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The object of the research is the foreign policy of Egypt in the 19th
century.

The purpose of the thesis is to identify the main directions and features of
Muhammad Ali's policy in the Middle East region and determine his contribution
to the geopolitical transformation of the Middle East.

Research methods. The research uses the historical and genetic method, the
historical and comparative method, the systematic approach, the source analysis,
quantitative methods, the geopolitical analysis and the biographical method.

The combination of these methods allowed us to reveal not only the military
and diplomatic aspects of Muhammad Ali's policy, but also its systemic nature. His
empire project is analyzed through the prism of the interaction of internal reforms,
external expansion and opposition from the Ottoman Empire and Europe.

The relevance of the topic lies in the fact that Muhammad Ali was one of the
first leaders who tried to create a modern Arab state free from Ottoman control.
His struggle anticipated later independence movements, and his methods — a
combination of reform and military force — remain the subject of debate.

Independent completion of the thesis. The research results were developed
by the author of the thesis personally and are based on independent conclusions.
Other authors did not participate in the study.
