SUMMARY
Hanseatic League and England in XIV-XYV centuries: trade and politics
Mashchankou Vitold Valiancinavich

The presented work is devoted to the study of the mutual influence of the
Hanseatic League and England in the 14th-15th centuries in the context of their trade
and politics. The work analyzes the role of the Hanseatic League as a key player in
international trade of that time, as well as its interaction with the English kingdom.
Particular attention is paid to the political maneuvers that influenced the
development of economic relations between the two parties, in the complex
international situation characteristic of the late Middle Ages. Aspects of competition
and cooperation that shaped the dynamics of relations between the Hanseatic League
and England are also considered, including the impact of various military actions,
political alliances and changing trade routes.

The purpose of the study: identifying the specifics of trade and political
relations between the Hanseatic League and England in the 14th-15th centuries.

The object of the study is: trade and political relations between the Hanseatic
League and England in the 14th-15th centuries.

The subject of the study is: the organization of the Hanseatic League and its
economic and political interaction with England in the 14th-15th centuries, the
impact of their relations on the development of both sides in the period under review.

The work uses general and special historical methods that allow us to reveal
the dynamics of the Hanseatic-English relations and identify the general content in
the time perspective of the development of trade and political interactions between
the above-mentioned agents.

The structure of the study consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion and a list of used sources and literature (55 titles). Total volume — 69
pages.

Result of the study: it is shown that the history of the Hanseatic-English
relations in the 14th-15th centuries demonstrates a complex dynamic in which the
Hanse initially acted as a strong player in the English market, but eventually lost its
position. The Hanseatic League, benefiting from its privileges and coordination
through the Stalhoff and the Hansetag, effectively competed with English
merchants, but the strengthening of royal power, the maneuvers of English
diplomacy, internal contradictions within the League itself and growing competition
from outside contributed to their gradual decline by the end of the 15th century.
