The purpose of this work is to conduct a comparative legal analysis of
legislation on personal data (protection of personal information) in the Republic of
Belarus and the People's Republic of China, to identify common approaches, as
well as national characteristics in the processing and protection of personal data
(personal information) of citizens.

The object of the work is the legal relations arising from the collection,
storage, use, and cross-border transfer of personal data, and the subject is national
legislation, judicial practice, and scientific literature related to the protection of
personal data in Belarus and China.

Research methods: general scientific methods (dialectical, systemic,
analysis, synthesis, analogy, deduction), legal methods (formal-logical,
comparative-legal, historical-legal).

Novelty and significance of the research: in the context of the intensive
development of the digital economy, the digitization of all spheres of life, and the
frequent cross-border transfer of data, data protection has become an important
1ssue of concern to countries around the world. Meanwhile, issues related to the
correlation between the provisions of personal data (personal information
protection) legislation in Belarus and China are understudied in the literature, but
at the same time, they are quite relevant in practice in terms of the development of
interstate cooperation. The results of the study may be of interest for the formation
of the legal basis for interstate relations, the resolution of issues regarding access to
the services market of both countries, and data processing, including its transfer
between resident operators of both countries in the course of their financial
activities.

Recommendations for using the results: the results of this work can be
used to further harmonize approaches to the processing and protection of personal
data (personal information) between countries, develop international legal
cooperation, and conduct further scientific research.
