3. The content of the work

represented by typical countries such as the United States, Germany, and Japan.

Subject of the study is the comparative legal analysis of trade secret protection
legislation across countries (e.g., the U.S., Germany, Japan), focusing on legislative
models, scope of protection, infringement determination, liability, and the impact of
international treaties (e.g., TRIPS Agreement).

The aim of the thesis : is to identify differences and commonalities in global

trade secret protection laws, reveal legislative trends, and provide targeted
recommendations for improving China’s legal framework. It also aims to assist
enterprises in managing cross-border trade secret risks and promote international
harmonization.

Methods of research: are theoretical analysis, Comparative legal study,Case
analysis , historical comparison.
Results:This research explores the significant differences in the legislative

level of trade secret protection. The United States and Germany adopt a specialized
legislative model to regulate the protection of trade secrets through specific laws;
Japan relies on the Anti Unfair Competition Law to protect trade secrets; The UK and
Canada choose to carry out relevant protection work based on equity and contract
law.Although the scope of trade secret protection in various countries covers
technology and commercial information, there are differences in definitions. The
United States has a relatively broad definition of "trade secrets" and provides a wider
range of protection; Japan emphasizes the "practicality" of trade secrets and regards
having practical application value as an important criterion for identification.In terms
of infringement recognition standards, countries follow similar core principles, such
as prohibiting the acquisition of trade secrets through improper means. However, the
emphasis varies among countries, with the United States placing particular emphasis
on the confidentiality measures taken by trade secret holders as a key factor in
determining infringement; Japan, on the other hand, closely links infringement
behavior with unfair competition behavior and identifies infringement from the
perspective of anti unfair competition.In terms of international influence, the
Agreement on Trade Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS) sets
minimum standards for the protection of trade secrets, but for developing countries,



there are challenges in building legal systems, law enforcement capabilities, and
implementing these standards is not an easy task.At the innovation level, relevant
research has begun to delve into the socio-economic factors behind the law, exploring
the impact of different levels of economic development and industrial structures on
legislation for protecting trade secrets; At the same time, new solutions and
suggestions for protecting trade secrets are proposed in emerging fields such as
artificial intelligence and big data to address the new legal protection issues brought
about by technological innovation.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: The materials used and the
results of the thesis work are reliable. The work was done independently.

Recommendations for the use of the results: At the domestic level, China can
learn from the experiences of the United States and Germany, adopt a specialized
legislative model, clarify the standard of "reasonable confidentiality measures", and
strengthen cross-border law enforcement. Enterprises need to establish sound internal
protection mechanisms, restrict information flow through confidentiality agreements
and permission levels, and develop protection strategies based on legal differences in
different jurisdictions. Internationally, countries should promote treaty updates,
coordinate laws, strengthen cross-border law enforcement cooperation, and
information sharing. Future research should focus on emerging economies and tackle
new challenges in the digital age such as artificial intelligence and data fraud.
