3. Content of the thesis

The object of the research is the organization of ecological tourism within nature
protection areas (NPASs) in Belarus and China.

The subject of the research is the factors influencing ecological tourism
organization in the NPAs of both countries.

The purpose of the research is to conduct a comprehensive comparative analysis of
ecological tourism organization in Belarus and China, identify best practices, and
propose recommendations for sustainable development.

4. Methods of the research

Methods of literature review, comparative analysis, case studies (including field
visits and stakeholder interviews), SWOT analysis, and statistical data interpretation were
applied.

5. Results of the research and their novelty

The thesis reveals distinct approaches: Belarus emphasizes small-scale, low-impact
tourism with community participation, while China focuses on large-scale development
integrated with rural revitalization.

Key differences include governance (decentralized vs. centralized), infrastructure
(eco-friendly vs. commercialized), and community involvement (high in Belarus,
variable in China).

Novelty lies in the first systematic comparison of Belarusian and Chinese NPAs,
providing insights into how geographical, socio-economic, and policy contexts shape
ecotourism.

Practical recommendations are proposed to optimize management systems,
enhance environmental protection, and promote community participation in both
countries.

6. Authenticity of the materials and results

The materials (academic literature, government reports, field data) and research
results are authentic. The thesis was independently conducted under academic
supervision.
