3. The content of the work

The object of the study is the legal regulation of trade relations between China and

the European Union, with a particular focus on the impact of unilateral and secondary
sanctions imposed by the EU, the US, and other third countries, as well as the relevant
mechanisms for the peaceful settlement of trade disputes under international public and
private law.

The subject matter specifically addresses the legal and institutional challenges
arising from unilateral sanctions and trade restrictions in China-EU economic relations.
The thesis analyzes the evolution and current status of legal frameworks, assesses the
compatibility of sanctions with international law (especially WTO rules), and explores
dispute settlement practices, including the role of the WTO and alternative dispute
resolution mechanisms. Special emphasis is placed on the recent intensification of
sanctions and countermeasures, their extraterritorial application, and the resulting legal
uncertainties for multinational enterprises.

The purpose of this research is to critically assess the legality, effectiveness, and
consequences of unilateral and secondary sanctions affecting China’s trade relations, and to
propose ways to enhance legal certainty and cooperation within established international
law frameworks. The study aims to highlight the necessity of peaceful dispute settlement
and the value of legal adaptation in sustaining economic partnership between China and the
European Union.

Research methods: This research applies a mixed-methods approach, including

doctrinal legal analysis, comparative legal study, case study analysis, and content
analysis. The study draws on a broad range of sources: WTO agreements and case
law, international treaties, domestic legislation, official reports, and academic
scholarship, ensuring a comprehensive and balanced evaluation of legal regimes and
dispute resolution mechanisms.

Research results: The thesis demonstrates that the increasing use of unilateral and
secondary sanctions by the EU, US, and third states, while often justified within their own
domestic legal orders, frequently clashes with principles of international law and the
WTO regime. The proliferation of such restrictive measures has led to significant legal
and commercial uncertainties, disrupted traditional trade flows, and fueled the rise of
legal disputes in both public and private spheres. Importantly, the research highlights that
escalating trade sanctions are ultimately detrimental to all parties in the long run, and
underlines the necessity of strengthening dispute resolution mechanisms—both within the
WTO framework and through alternative means such as arbitration and mediation. The
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study also provides practical insights into how companies and policymakers can adapt to
the new, more fragmented global trade environment.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: The conclusions are grounded
in a rigorous analysis of authoritative sources, including WTO case law, official trade
data, national legislation, and peer-reviewed academic studies. The use of multiple
research methodologies (doctrinal, comparative, and case-based) ensures the scientific
validity and practical relevance of the results. The analysis is further supported by recent
reports from the United Nations and leading international law experts.

Recommendations for the use of the results: The findings of this thesis may
provide some reference for understanding the legal aspects and practical implications of
unilateral sanctions and trade restrictions in China-EU trade relations. By examining
relevant legal frameworks, case studies, and recent developments, this research hopes to
contribute to a more nuanced discussion of current challenges in international trade law.
The analysis and perspectives offered here may be of interest to readers concerned with
dispute settlement, regulatory adaptation, or the broader context of global economic
governance, and may support further study or reflection in this area.
