3. The content of the work

The object of the work is the the legal regulation of criminal liability for theft, with
an emphasis on a comparative legal analysis of the systems of the People's Republic of
China and the Republic of Belarus. This encompasses the public relations that emerge
in the context of combating theft and the intricate legal mechanisms established for
their regulation in both countries.

The subject of the work focuses on the comparative characteristics of the legislation
of the People's Republic of China and the Republic of Belarus concerning criminal
liability for theft, encompassing statutory norms, judicial interpretations, and scholarly
doctrines. The analysis aims to reveal not only the formal differences in legal texts but
also the underlying jurisprudential philosophies that shape each nation's approach to
protecting property.

The purpose of this work is to to conduct a comprehensive comparative legal
analysis of the legislative framework regulating criminal liability for theft in China and
Belarus. The work is aimed at a systematic study of their conceptual framework, crimes,
classifications and punishment structures in order to deepen the understanding of their
role in modern legal practice, as well as to develop proposals for improving legislation
and developing bilateral cooperation. Ultimately, the research seeks to provide a
scholarly foundation for strengthening judicial cooperation between the two strategic
partner nations.

Research methods: dialectics (scientific abstraction, analysis and synthesis),
systems analysis, comparative legal method and documentary research.

Research results: The work provides a detailed horizontal comparison of the
general concept of "theft" (khishcheniye) in Belarusian legislation and the model of
listing specific individual crimes in the PRC. The mechanisms of legal protection of
property rights in both countries are summarized and explained. The framework of
criminal legislation is comprehensively discussed, including the crucial distinction
between criminal theft and administrative offenses, the process of qualifying crimes
and the judicial application of punishments. The study also contrasts the PRC's heavy
reliance on judicial interpretations to define monetary thresholds with Belarus's use of
a nationally uniform 'base amount', revealing different strategies for ensuring legal
certainty. Furthermore, it analyzes how both legal systems are adapting to the



challenges associated with new forms of ownership, such as digital assets, and new
ways of acquiring property, such as theft using computer technology.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: The reliability of the
dissertation’s materials and results is ensured through a comprehensive review of the
available literature, analysis of national legislation, and examination of case law in both
countries. The study synthesizes primary sources, such as the criminal codes and
official judicial interpretations, with secondary sources from respected legal scholars
in both jurisdictions to ensure a balanced and well-grounded analysis.

Recommendations for the use of the results: This comparative study not only
highlights the individual strengths and unique characteristics of each legal system —
from the doctrinal coherence of the Belarusian model to the pragmatic flexibility of the
Chinese framework — but also highlights the enormous value of such cross-
jurisdictional study. The results form the basis for the proposed recommendations,
suggesting potential avenues for improving domestic legislation, such as considering a
more unified conceptual framework in China or explicitly addressing modern forms of
theft such as pickpocketing as aggravating circumstances in Belarus. More importantly,
they highlight the significant potential for transforming the China-Belarus strategic
partnership into a platform for tangible legal cooperation. This cooperation could be
particularly fruitful in developing joint responses to transnational property crimes,
including cyber-theft, and in harmonizing approaches to the recovery of stolen assets.
