3. The content of the work

The object of this study is the applicability of the general exception clause of
the Article XX of the GATT, technical rules of the Agreement on Technical Barriers
to Trade and the dispute mechanism under the framework of the WTO to climate
policies, and the conflicts between CBAM, green subsidies and the principle of
non-discrimination and SCM agreements.

The subject of the research is mainly to study the interaction between the
legal system of the World Trade Organization and the Paris Agreement.

The purpose of this thesis is to clarify the root causes of legal conflicts,
analyze the compatibility contradictions between WTO rules and climate measures
of the Paris Agreement, and reveal the deep-seated logic of institutional conflicts.

Research methods: formal-legal, comparative analysis, empirical research

method, doctrinal analysis.



Research results: This thesis analyses the framework of "climate friendly
trade rules", extending the interpretation of Article XX of the GATT as a dynamic
exception, and injecting the genes of low carbon governance into the WTO rules.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: The paper cites 88
sources including WTO agreements, climate agreements, academic doctrine, WTO
DSB jurisprudence; combines empirical data (such as the cost impact of CBAM) and
legal text analysis, and is rigor in argumentation.

Recommendations for the use of the results: The research results can be used to
identify possible directions for interaction between the current climate agenda and
existing international trade regulation rules. However, caution should be exercised
regarding potential conflicts between predictive solutions (such as climate subsidy
exemptions) and the current WTO rules. It is recommended to prioritize the
implementation of transparency tools (such as the Global Climate Transparency

Platform).
