The phenomenon of metacognition is treated by the authors as a kind of human speech and
thinking activity aimed at realizing and applying thinking processes. The novelty of the proposed
research lies in the appeal to a work of fiction where the author not only makes the main character
a cognitive scientist who implements his cognitive abilities in the development of the plot but also
continuously stimulates the cognitive activity of the recipient reader. This cognitive challenge is
facilitated by the fact that cognitive science is declared — directly or indirectly — in strong
positions that constitute the ‘thematic grid’ of the work. From the pragmatics of the text, the
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metacognitive component performs an important mystifying function in this particular work. It is
like human thinking which has not yet received exhaustive scientific explanation due to its
specificity but conceals a lot of mysteries. The text of the novel contains a variety of uncertainties,
and the ending remains open: it provides the recipient with the opportunity for independent
cognitive activities but does not promise a successful cognitive search. Thereby, for the first time
in fiction, a unique cognitive triad is realized: cognitive science as a field of scientific interests
of the protagonist, the cognitive scientist as an obvious carrier of cognitive processes and
abilities, and the reader as a permanent object of the author ’s cognitive challenge.
