This paper deals with context-dependent variation of the meaning of racial pejoratives
across positive and negative connotations.

The study demonstrates that in particular contexts racial pejoratives can perform a
function of euphemisms, which depends on the speaker s experience, the feelings of similarity of
distinction generated by ethnic boundaries, and a number of other factors.
