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COMPLIANCE RISK, POLICY EFFECTIVENESS EVALUATION

This study aims to deeply analyze the existing problems of tax supervision in
China's banking industry, scientifically put forward suggestions for optimizing tax
supervision policies, and build a more perfect banking tax supervision system to
promote the steady development of the banking industry and maintain the stability of
the financial market.

The significance of this study lies in that the banking industry, as a core
component of the financial system, plays a key role in resource allocation, capital
financing and economic regulation. A sound tax supervision system is not only
related to the healthy development of the banking industry itself, but also has
important significance for the stability of national fiscal revenue, the regulation of
financial market order and the smooth operation of the macro-economy. However,
with the continuous emergence of financial innovation and the increasing complexity
of banking business, the current tax supervision has exposed problems of
inadaptability in many aspects, which urgently need to be studied and solved.

The object of this study is the tax supervision environment of China's banking
industry.

The subject of this study is the tax supervision system of the banking industry
of the People's Republic of China and its existing problems and optimization paths.

The subject of this study lies in the in-depth analysis of the internal mechanism
of tax supervision policies affecting the tax burden, operating costs, compliance risks
and financial innovation of the banking industry. By comparing the international
advanced banking tax supervision experience, this paper provides empirical evidence
for the reform of China's banking tax supervision system, and puts forward practical
optimization suggestions for existing supervision loopholes, policy gray areas and
other issues.

This area of study focuses on banking development strategy, tax policy
regulation, financial risk management, tax supervision services, regional financial
coordination, financial innovation and regulatory adaptation, and tax policy effect
evaluation. It aims to solve the current problems of banking tax supervision by
improving tax supervision policies and promote the high-quality development of the
banking industry.
