The subject of the research:The relationship between ethnic
stereotypes and the level of social trust of Belarusian and Chinese
students.

The purpose of the research: To establish the nature of the
relationship between auto/hetero stereotypes and the level of social trust



of Belarusian and Chinese students with the retail expression of ethnic
identity.

Methods of research:

1. The “Attribution of Qualities” Method (D. Katz, K. Brailey)

2. The “Measuring Expressiveness of Ethnic Identity” Method (J.
Finney)

3. The “Interpersonal (Social) Trust Scale” Method by J. B. Rotter,
adapted by S. G. Dostovalov and in Chinese adaptation.

The results of the work and their novelty:

It consists in a comprehensive analysis of the relationship between
ethnic stereotypes and social trust among Belarusian and Chinese
students, which has not been previously studied in this context. The work
uses a cross-cultural approach and the SCM stereotype content model and
social identity theory, which made it possible to identify the specifics of
auto- and heterostereotypes, as well as their influence on the level of trust
In intergroup interaction. Novelty is also manifested in the empirical
confirmation of the hypothesis of a positive correlation between positive
heterostereotypes and social trust, which is important for the development
of intercultural communication programs and the integration of foreign
students. The study complements the theoretical base of social
psychology with new data on cultural differences in the formation of trust
and stereotypes, relevant for multicultural educational environments.
Analysis of auto- and heterostereotypes of Belarusian and Chinese
students will help students of both countries to more effectively carry out
cultural exchanges

Recommendations on the usage:

The obtained data will help optimize the process of adaptation of
foreign students, reducing the level of prejudice and strengthening mutual
trust. The results of the study can be used to conduct trainings and
seminars aimed at developing tolerance and critical thinking in students.
Understanding the relationship between stereotypes and trust will allow
developing methods for correcting negative attitudes, contributing to the
harmonization of interethnic relations in the student environment. The
importance of media education and cultural exchange in reducing ethnic
stereotypes among Chinese and Belarusian students was emphasized.
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
