ON THE QUESTION OF THE TYPOLOGY OF PENANNULAR
BROOCHES OF THE ZARUBINETS CULTURE

This report could be used as showing how an insufficient analysis of the available
materials leads to erroneous conclusions of historical and cultural reconstruction in the
history of the population of the first centuries AD in Europe. One of the most important for
studying the history of the Iron Age population is the Zarubintzy culture. Its historiography
has dozens of scholars and hundreds of titles. Some artefacts that are attributed to this
culture considered as the key ones in the process of Slavic ethnogenesis. But, as previously,
the processes of origin and historical developing of the population are the most poorly
studied, especially antiquities dated back to the 1st century AD including a set of iron
penannular brooches which were discovered in the graveyard of Chaplin of its late phase.
Unfortunately the revealed morphological features seemed to make it impossible to present
any typological schemes. But it turns out that there is a typology of these artefacts by
E. Fowler. Our items belong to type C and could be existed from the 1st century BC but
more possible — the 1st — 5th centuries AD. In addition to England, they were found in
Northern France, North-West Germany, Central Europe and even Spain. These jewelry
number is in the thousands and might be belonged to the Celtic (the Gallic) warriors and
through Austria and Panonia they got to the Dniester and to the upper Dnieper, to the
Zarubintzy culture in the 1st century AD.
