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Modern online communication in English is a unique form of communication in
which written and spoken language interact in a digital environment. This article examines
the main communication strategies characteristic of English-speaking online communities:
politeness and softening, the use of paralinguistic markers, and paraphrasing. Special atten-
tion is given to the role of emojis and nonverbal symbols that compensate for the lack of
intonation and facial expressions. An analysis of examples from social networks and fo-
rums showed that the successful application of these strategies contributes to maintaining
positive communication and reducing the potential for conflict. Thus, digital communica-
tion is becoming an important research topic in modern pragmatics and cultural linguistics.
